· For Yours is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, forever and ever. In Jesus’ name, Amen.
· sovereign (1 Corinthians 15:20-28)
· powerful (Ephesians 3:20-21)
· majestic (Isaiah 6:1-8)
· eternal (Revelation 1:8)
